FIRST LESSON Isaiah 66:18-24

18 “And I, because of what they have planned and done, am about to come 
and gather the people of all nations and languages, and they will come and 
see my glory.
19 “I will set a sign among them, and I will send some of those who survive 
to the nations—to Tarshish, to the Libyans and Lydians (famous as archers), 
to Tubal and Greece, and to the distant islands that have not heard of my 
fame or seen my glory. They will proclaim my glory among the nations. 
20 And they will bring all your people, from all the nations, to my holy 
mountain in Jerusalem as an offering to the LORD—on horses, in chariots 
and wagons, and on mules and camels,” says the LORD. “They will bring 
them, as the Israelites bring their grain offerings, to the temple of the LORD 
in ceremonially clean vessels. 21 And I will select some of them also to be 
priests and Levites,” says the LORD.
22 “As the new heavens and the new earth that I make will endure before 
me,” declares the LORD, “so will your name and descendants endure. 23 From 
one New Moon to another and from one Sabbath to another, all mankind 
will come and bow down before me,” says the LORD. 24 “And they will go out 
and look on the dead bodies of those who rebelled against me; the worms

SECOND LESSON Hebrews 12:18-24

18 You have not come to a mountain that can be touched and that is burning 
with fire; to darkness, gloom and storm; 19 to a trumpet blast or to such a 
voice speaking words that those who heard it begged that no further word 
be spoken to them, 20 because they could not bear what was commanded: 
“If even an animal touches the mountain, it must be stoned to death.” 21 The 
sight was so terrifying that Moses said, “I am trembling with fear.”

23 Someone asked him, “Lord, are only a few people going 
to be saved?”

He said to them, 24 “Make every effort to enter through the narrow door, 
because many, I tell you, will try to enter and will not be able to. 25 Once the 
owner of the house gets up and closes the door, you will stand outside 
knocking and pleading, ‘Sir, open the door for us.’

“But he will answer, ‘I don’t know you or where you come from.’
26 “Then you will say, ‘We ate and drank with you, and you taught in our 
streets.’
27 “But he will reply, ‘I don’t know you or where you come from. Away from 
me, all you evildoers!’
28 “There will be weeping there, and gnashing of teeth, when you see 
Abraham, Isaac and Jacob and all the prophets in the kingdom of God, but 
you yourselves thrown out. 29 People will come from east and west and 
north and south, and will take their places at the feast in the kingdom of 
God.
